COMMITTEE REPORTS:
PASTOR’S REPORT
Pastor reported that the adult Bible study has ended and had a good turnout.  He plans to do a follow up 8-week session this fall.  Communion instruction has ended. Justin and Eugene reported that our main concern is a leaking roof on the Centennial room.  A contractor is going to be coming to give recommendations.  Claim will be put in for $10,000-15,000 for front corner of overflow, nursery, bathroom, and basement ($1000 deductible).  Heat loss in the attic and 3rd floor is an issue that needs to be taken care of before fall (this is not an insurance claim).  They discussed and included a list of concerns that they have (see attached).
