COMMITTEE REPORTS:
PASTOR’S REPORT
Pastor reported that Sunday evening (7 pm) and Monday morning (9 am) bible study has started (20 people).  Confirmation classes have started with 19 students broken up into 8th grade and 9-10 graders.  Confirmation will be in the spring.  There have been 3 funerals, 3 baptisms, and 1 wedding since our last meeting.
BUILDINGS & PROPERTIES COMMITTEE
It was reported that they have fixed the roof above the secretary’s office.  Sheet rock has been put up in the nursery.
EDUCATION COMMITTEE

Mary reported that the Operation Shoe Box drop off is now in Grand Forks, so we are going to work on that.  All Sunday school teachers have been found.  December 7th will be the junior and senior high Christmas program and December 14th will be preschool-6th grade Christmas program.  The education committee will be putting together treat bags for the Christmas program.

WORSHIP COMMITTEE

Pastor reported that Mission/Harvest Sunday will be Sunday, November 13th, with a potluck afterwards.  There will be a presentation using pictures and they are working on being descriptive for radio listeners.  Advent services will be starting November 30th and they hope to bring in the choirs for the services.
YOUTH COMMITTEE
Tynan reported that he is taking 12 youth to Fargo on Saturday, October 15th, at 4pm.  “See you at the Pole” had about 25 students attend.  People have made donations for the youth room. There will be a bake sale after church on Sunday as a fundraiser.  He is looking at an elementary event on Halloween.  Tynan had found a continuing education opportunity in Chicago during the month of January – he will give more details next month.  
TREASURER’S REPORT

John reported that the expenses were $33,847.58 and income was $14,992.68.  Paying for the roof to be fixed is included (but money was saved from the insurance money for that).  We are ahead of about $12,000 ahead of last year.  Thrivent Choice dollars are still coming in.  The balance is off about $33, but Linda is working on it.
